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 CONTINUING PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
SUPPORTED BY NZSTA 


Overview:

This study day will provide clinicians with current evidence-based theory of assessment and management of adults with tracheostomies. It will give confidence to those who are required to manage this population group and arm them with the necessary skills and tools to support service development within their organisation.
The programme will consist of a combination of formal lectures, interactive presentations and practical workshops.  There will also be a teleconference scheduled for a few months after the study day.

It will be at intermediate level and is appropriate for clinicians with some experience in working with tracheostomies and a basic knowledge of tracheostomy theory. 

Participants will be expected to complete the following prior to the study day: (time commitment approximately 5 to 7 hours)

· Read articles provided via e-mail (3 to 5)

· Review Speech Pathology Australia Tracheostomy Management Position Paper

· Review own organisation’s tracheostomy manual (if have one) and departmental policies for tracheostomy management

· Complete  profile of own tracheostomy practice (experience to date; comparison of current practice with Speech Pathology Australia position paper and data from Australian clinical consistency study; personal hopes and expectations of study day for developing knowledge and practice)

At the conclusion of the study day participants will be expected to:

· Reflect on what they have learnt and establish one or more professional development goals or objectives for implementation within 6-12months

· Identify a mentor for supervision (live or distant) and complete mentoring contract (within two months of completion of study day)

· To keep up-to-date with current literature in the area of tracheostomy management (may include active member of ‘SLT Tracheostomy E-mail SIG’ where new articles will be posted for discussion on a bi-monthly basis).
Anna and Lucy will compile and moderate the e-mail SIG and will be available for e-mail questions/queries. They can also help identify potential mentors and will be happy to be mentors for 1 - 2 participants.
Learning Objectives:

At the conclusion of the workshop participants will be better able to:
· To identify the SLT role  within a multidisciplinary team involved with adults with tracheostomies in a variety of settings (acute and long-term residential)
· To apply current literature regarding tracheostomy weaning and the effects of a tracheostomy on swallowing to their practice

· To confidently demonstrate an ability to perform practical tracheostomy  tasks (e.g. cuff deflation, use of suction aid) that are within the scope of practice for an SLT

· To demonstrate understanding of communication options for an adult with a tracheostomy and be able to confidently use vocal communication aids

· To evaluate own competency in this specialized field and identify own support needs e.g. mentor/ supervisor/ continuous professional development
