She leads a team that has produced exciting, innovative research which focuses predominantly on how to assist people with aphasia in participating in their social networks and communities. She has been a leader in implementing the International Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health into speech language therapy clinical practice and research.

· Communication disabilities in ageing
· International Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health
· Functional communication in aphasia
· Communication accessibility

Professor Thomas Klee is a leader in the field of child language. Tom joined the Department of Communication Disorders at the University of Canterbury in July 2009 after spending 15 years at Newcastle University, UK.  Tom has a strong focus on the identification and diagnosis of children with language impairment. He has a number of publications addressing specific language impairment (SLI), language delay and disorder and models of service delivery in schools.  
· Tom’s research interests include:
· Improving how children with language difficulties are identified 
· Evidence-based assessment and diagnosis of developmental language disorders
· Language assessment of children in naturalistic contexts (language sample analysis) 
· Early word learning in typically-developing children and late talkers
